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The following is the 2013/14 Annual Statistics Report for Great Britain, released by the Health
and Safety Executive (HSE). These statistics show a 10 per cent drop in fatal injuries compared to
2012/13. While these numbers demonstrate that health and safety in the workplace is improving,
many of the injuries and fatalities that occurred could have been prevented through simple safety
measures. As you read through these numbers, consider what you can do to improve health and
safety in your workplace.
